Someone once made the statement that a 
missions conference is nothing 
more than a church business 
meeting to decide the fate of the 
heathen.  It has been our privilege to 
be in many conferences this year in 
which churches have decided to be 
proactive in preaching the Gospel 
around the world.

We Þnished up our deputation 
schedule for 2009 just before 
Thanksgiving with several meetings 
in both PA and NC.  After our last 
meeting, we were able to travel up 
to Maine for Thanksgiving and an 
early Christmas with KatieÕs 
family.  KatieÕs sister and her 
family were able to come up as 
well, and we had a special time 
together with the whole family.  
After leaving Maine, we went back 
to NC to spend a week with MattÕs 
family and to prepare for our trip to 
Siberia.

December 8th, we ßew out of 
Charlotte, NC on our way to 
Krasnoyarsk, Siberia.  Three ßights 
and 30+ hours later we arrived in 
Krasnoyarsk with all 14 of our bags!  
Elliot travelled extremely well and 
the Lord gave us good ßights with 
only one delayed connection.  
Thank you to everyone who prayed 
for our safe travels.

Since we arrived in Krasnoyarsk, 
life has been anything but dull.  In 
the two and one-half weeks that we 
have been here we have been able to: 

purchase most of our major appliances, 
Þnish our kitchen and bathroom, set up 
our banking, complete the required 
medical tests for our residency 
documents, attend every church 
service, participate in the village 
ministry in two different villages, 
preach once in church (Matt), speak 
at a ladies meeting (Katie), attend a 

funeral, decorate the church for 
Christmas and build a puppet 
stage for the Christmas play.  

There is no way we could have 
accomplished half of this if it had 
not been for the Jones family.  They 
have been a tremendous help and 
encouragement as we are adjusting 
to our new life and ministry.

As you remember us in prayer, we 
would ask that you remember 2 
speciÞc requests:

1. We have an appointment on 
January 11, 2010 at 4pm to apply 
for our residency (it will be 4am on 
the 11th for those of you in EST).  
Please pray that the application will 
go smoothly and our residency will be 
granted after the six month waiting 
period.

2.  We begin our language study in 
January.  Please pray that we will be 
able to properly understand and 
grasp the Russian language 
and culture.
