Well, not quite, but our travels have taken us from
Tennessee to Florida and on up to Maine in these past two months. Through
it all God’s hand of protection kept us safe as we traveled in some of the
worst conditions that we have ever traveled in before.
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While on our way to Clarksville, TN, we drove through the worst rain-storm
that middle Tennessee has ever had. Nashville, Murfreesboro and other
surrounding areas were flooded out as they received close to 15” of rainfall

in just 2 days. The Lord timed our travels perfectly so that we had no delays
and made it safely through all of the flooding and rain.
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From Tennessee, we drove to eastern North Carolina for a meeting before
heading down to Florida for meetings in Miami and Ocala.

When we arrived in Ocala, I took our car in to get the tires rotated and
balanced only to discover that the tires didn’t need to be rotated, they
needed to be replaced.  Praise the Lord we were able to get a good deal
on some new tires and now our car is ready for more miles on the
deputation trail.
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Many of you know that Katie’s mom was
diagnosed with breast cancer for the 2nd time
back in April and has been undergoing
radiation treatments. On June 18, she finished
her last radiation treatment and is now
recovering at home and doing well.

During all of this, Katie’s Dad suffered a mild
heart-attack and had to have a stint. He is
currently undergoing cardiac rehab 3 days a
week and is getting stronger and feeling better
every day.
